Startups have received increased attention in
many parts of the world in recent years. In
India, the number of startups has rapidly
increased, and more assistance is now
available in all dimensions. India is frequently
referred to as the “poster child of emerging
markets” due to its vast commercial
potential for startups.

Startups are widely acknowledged
today as important engines of growth
and job creation. Startups can
generate impactful solutions through
innovation and scalable technology,
acting as vehicles for socioeconomic
development and transformation.

Entrepreneurship has always been a
torch bearer in our country. Moving
forward with the uncertainty of the
time has always prepared us for
unprecedented. Turning back the
clock, it switches to the Tata Group.
The Tata Group was founded as a

private trading firm in 1868 by
entrepreneur and philanthropist
Jamsetji Nusserwanji Tata. After

Jamsetji died in 1904, his son, Sir
Dorab Tata, took over as chairman of
the Tata Group. Under Dorab’s
leadership, the group quickly
diversified, venturing into a vast array
of new industries, including steel
(1907), electricity (1910), education
(1911), consumer goods (1917), aviation
(1932), etc.

Following the rat race India became
the home ground of various startups

Following the rat race, India became
the home to numerous startups and
corporations, like Dabur India (1884),
Kirloskar (1888), Godrej Group, Bajaj
Group, Cipla, Larsen & Toubro, Infosys,
Wipro, etc. On a dark day with a clear
sky, disaster struck as India's economy
had just begun to pick up pace with its
developing markets. In 1988, the
markets began to collapse and the
indexes started crashing, which led to
a barren land with a series of startups
yet to be founded.

The end of the 20th century saw India
rising as the ‘software hub’ of the
world. It started a tech revolution
resulting in multiple Indian start-ups
innovating cutting-edge
technologies. Soon, some of these
start-ups evolved and became
unicorns. Today, India ranks third, just
behind the USA and China when it
comes to the number of unicorns. India
largest start-up
ecosystem in the world after US and
China. The number of newly
recognized start-ups saw an exp-
onential jump to over 84000 in 2021-22

from 471 in 2016-17.India hit a century of unicorns in
September of 2022. 21 Indian start-ups achieved unicorn
status in 2022 taking the overall tally of unicorns to 108,
most of which are in the service sector.

The growth of unicorns in India has been phenomenal in
the past few years. In 2018, there were 17 Unicorns, the
number went up to 38 in 2020. The highest number was
achieved post-covid at 44 in 2021 and 21 in 2022 ending
with 108. Many of these unicorns, which have cumulatively
raised more than 9 billion dollars to date, have also seen a
surge in valuations. This data was mentioned in the
Economic Survey 2021-22 as well. Some of the successful
Indian unicorns are Lenskart, Cred, Meesho, PharmEasy,
Licious, Grofers, etc.

Fintech was arguably the biggest contributor to the
unicorn universe. CRED, Groww, Zeta, BharatPe, Mobikwik,
Upstox, and Slice were the fintech additions to the
services sector. Edtechs like Byju's, Eruditus, upGrad, and
Vedantu also got added to the list.



The Indian economy is in expansion mode, and start-ups are
slowly gaining footing all across the country. The unicorns
are the best examples of how to capture the consumer base
effectively for longer periods of time. More start-ups can
become unicorns if the right lessons are learned and
implemented.

More consumer-centric models need to be innovated to
capture a larger population base. The target shouldn’t be
limited to urban areas but should reach rural India too,
thereby addressing the digital divide in the process. Proper
branding and strategy, use of deep technology, and
execution of the consumer acquisition strategy will lead to
attracting venture capitalists and more investments, which
are the bedrock of any startup.

The Indian government’s policies like "Make in India,"
"Digital India,” "Atmanirbhar Bharat," etc., show the
enthusiasm to attract talents that should be taken
advantage of by early-stage startups.
